Description:

This course is the practical clinical experience portion of DENA 101, which is designed to introduce the student to the dental patient and surroundings.  The student practices oral hygiene methods and preventative dentistry in a variety of settings including long term care facilities, local Head Start, and district health. Sterilization, infection control, legalities, and responsibilities of a dental assistant are included in this course.

Pre-requisites and Other requirements:

· Acceptance in the Dental Assisting Program

· Currently enrolled in DENA 101

· Current CPR certification

· Current immunizations and Hepatitis B vaccine

· Current health insurance

Textbooks and Supplies:

Ceil blue scrub pants, jacket, and white or blue professional shoes (See Dental Assisting Program Student Handbook)

Goals:

1. To introduce the student into the dental environment and allow them to become familiar with the different sights, sounds, smells, and actions unique to the dental office.

2. Allow the student the opportunity to observe the roles and responsibilities of various personnel in the dental office.

Objectives:

1.
Demonstrate good listening and observation skills.

2. Define and demonstrate teamwork.

3. Define and demonstrate a profession work attitude and ethic.

Outcomes Assessment:

Students are required to take evaluation forms provided by the instructor to the clinical site.  The clinical site will evaluate the student as satisfactory or unsatisfactory according to the criteria on the evaluation form.  Unsatisfactory evaluation forms could lead to dismissal from the Dental Assisting Program.  

Attendance:

Attendance is mandatory in all scheduled days of clinical experience.  In the event of illness, it is the student’s responsibility to notify the Program Manager and the clinical facility at least one hour prior to the scheduled arrival time.  Should a clinical absence occur the student is responsible to meet with the Program Manager and make arrangements for remediation.  Failure to attend all clinical sessions can result in a failing clinical grade and dismissal from the Dental Assisting Program.

Examinations:

No examinations will be given for clinical experience.

Grading Scale:

Clinical experience accounts for 15% of the final grade received in DENA 101.  Attendance and site evaluations are used to determine the grade received.  Failure to attend clinical or unsatisfactory evaluations could result in a failing clinical grade and dismissal from the Dental Assisting Program.
