COURSE DESCRIPTION:  Theory of Music 101 is a review of music fundamentals including note and rhythm reading, scales, intervals, triads and seventh chords.  Music Theory 101 studies harmonic progression, cadences, and beginning part writing.

PREREQUISITES:  Passing the Theory Pre-test, performance ability in voice, piano or other instrument, and/or permission of the instructor are prerequisites for this class.  

MUSI 101 is best taken simultaneously with MUSI 111, Aural Skills 1.
