COURSE DESCRIPTION:  This course correlates with MUSI 101.  It emphasizes aural training in scales, rhythms, intervals and harmonic progressions.  It includes sight singing with solfeggio and harmonic and melodic dictation.

PREREQUISITES:  The ability to read music, performance ability in voice, piano or other instrument, or permission of the instructor.  This class should be taken at the same time as MUSI 101, Theory of Music 1.

REQUIRED TEXTS:  Music for Sight Singing  3rd edition, by Thomas Benjamin, Michael Horvit, and Robert Nelson

RECOMMENDED:  MacGAMUT 2000 Ear-Training Software of the Millennium by Ann K. Blombach

OTHER SUPPLIES:  Staff paper, notebook paper, pencil, marking pencil, folder to keep notes organized.

COURSE OBJECTIVES:

1. To incorporate knowledge of Theory of Music into the application of “Functional Hearing.”

2. To learn mental rehearsal of melodies and harmonies including image and the audage.
3. To sing melodies in tune with solfege.

4. To learn to “see with your ears” and “hear with your eyes”.
5. To be able to take music dictation.

COURSE REQUIREMENTS:

1. Quizzes on sight singing and ear training materials will be given unannounced from time to time.  It is the student’s responsibility to know the material assigned in each class period.

2. Solfeggio is a system of assigning syllables to scale degrees that help in establishing a tonal center and the relationship of tones to each other.  With practice students will feel comfortable singing with this system.  Approaching this system with a positive attitude will greatly help learning the system.

3. Practice outside of class is of utmost important.  Students should spend the time necessary to learn well the exercises presented in class. 

4. Mid-term Exam:  Thursday, October 17, 2002

5. Final Exam:  During the week of December 16-19, 2002

IMPORTANT:  The material presented in Aural Skills 1 builds upon previous knowledge.  It is of utmost importance for the student to practice assigned materials outside of class and be consistent in attendance.

In order to be eligible to enroll for Aural Skills 2 and maintain scholarships awarded by the Music Department, a grade of “C” or better must be earned in Aural Skills 1.

OUTCOMES ASSESSMENT:  Group and individual singing, tapping, conducting, written assignments, quizzes, midterm, and final exams will be used for evaluating students’ knowledge and mastery of material presented.
